"Kilkenny Borough Council notes the increase in agency employment throughout the economy and is aware that many workers from home and abroad are offered agency employment when they are seeking direct and permanent employment. Agency employment should not be used as an unnecessary substitute for direct employment or as a mechanism for avoidance of or undermining of fair pay and conditions.  Noting that legislation will come before the Houses of the Oireachtas on the issue of agency employment, this council believes and will recommend to the Minister the principle of equal treatment should be included in any such legislation on this issue."
