Planning Policy and Enforcement:

(i)
Kilkenny City and Environs Development Plan.
In response to a query, Mr. J. McCormack informed the Members that the next report in relation to this procedure is imminent and should be circulated to the Members shortly.
(ii) Resolution in relation to the Late Garda Richard Fallon.
It was proposed by Cllr. P. Cuddihy and seconded by Cllr. B. Manning to raise standing orders to discuss the circumstances of the family of the Late Garda Richard Fallon who was the first Garda to die in the line of duty.  Cllr. Cuddihy highlighted that the Fallon family have been denied access to state papers regarding this case which they should have access to under the 30 year rule.

“that Kilkenny Borough Council request that the Minister for Justice, Brian Lenihan, T.D., would meet with the family and/or their representatives in order to bring closure to the events surrounding the death of Garda Richard Fallon on 3rd April, 1970, and the subsequent investigations concerning his death.”
(iii) Water Charges in Schools.

The Members expressed their concerns regarding the approach being taken by Central Government in the implementation of this section of the Water Directive.  

Mr. J. Crockett informed the Members of a recent circular received from the Department of Environment, Heritage and Local Government, regarding this issue which sets out different charges to be applied in relation to schools.   Mr. Crockett agreed to make arrangements to circulate a copy of this circular to the Members.

(iv) Flooding – Western Environs and River Breagagh
The Members acknowledged the improvement that the River Nore Flood Relief Scheme has made, which was particularly evident in Kilkenny City during the current weather conditions.   However, it was felt that a similar plan is urgently required for the Western Environs Area.

In response Mr. K. Fitzgerald stated that expressions of interest have been circulated to various Consultants in relation to the preparation of a Flood Relief Scheme for the Western Environs area.  The preparation of a report should be concluded in the current year.
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(v) Litter – Kieran Street/Parliament Street
Following a discussion on this issue particularly regarding the presence of litter during school lunch hour, it was agreed that correspondence would be issued to all secondary schools highlighting this issue and requesting their co-operation in informing their students that this is unacceptable behaviour and may result in enforcement action being taken by the Borough Council.

It was further agreed that the Borough Council would contact the management of Dunnes Stores regarding their responsibility in keeping the outside of their premises free from litter.

In the course of this discussion the Members also agreed to review the Litter Management Plan.
