Mr. Denis Malone, Senior Planner gave an outline of the submissions and report from the Co. Manager.   It was agreed by Members that the report would be taken as read and there was no need for Denis Malone to go through the submissions on an individual basis. 
There were a number of queries raised regarding the content of the County Managers Report. 
PA7 City & Environs. Cllrs. M. Lanigan and P. Cuddihy raised the issue of preservation of views from the Dunningtown Road and from Michael/Wolfe Tone Street to St. Canices Cathedral. Following discussions on same it was agreed that viewpoint from the Dunningtown Road would be reinstated from a particular spot to be agreed. It was confirmed that proposals would be coming before members within 8 weeks which should protect the view around St. Canices Cathedral. 

PA17 City & Environs submission by Fintan Murphy C/o of Bluett & O’ Donoghue Architects. Following discussions by Councillors on this submission, it was confirmed that this matter could not be dealt with at this Council meeting and that any decision on same would have to be examined by way of the Variation procedure.   A Commitment was given to bring forward study for protection of precinct of St. Canice’s and also St. Mary’s.  It was agreed that there would be eight weeks to bring this study forward.
Following discussion regarding the Draft County Development Plan and Draft City & Environs Development Plan:

Cllr. Betty Manning enquired on guidelines on apartments and the current status. 

Mr. Denis Malone, Senior Planner, advised that draft guidelines were prepared last year setting standards and the Planning Authority are working to these guidelines.  Mr. Malone further stated that sustainable residential guidelines are currently in draft form and once published the Planning Authority will take note of these guidelines.   In response to a further query, Mr. Malone stated that minimum standards in Dublin take account of public transport access and consequently no need for cars and parking for them. 

Cllr. Joe Reidy stated  -  Opportunity for developers to develop.  They need to deliver. They should not sit on it and they need to deliver for Kilkenny.

PA21 City & Environs. This submission refers to a provision of land to the rear of the Newpark Hotel.  In response to a query from Cllr. Michael Lanigan and Cllr. M. Noonan the Members were advised that the subject of the ownership of the Newpark Fen is a matter for ongoing correspondence.

having taken into account objections and representations received regarding this Draft Development Plan, and 

having jointly further published Proposed Amendments to the said Draft Development Plan dated the 23rd April 2008, and 

having taken into account the further representations made with respect to such Proposed Amendments, and  

having considered the Report of the County Manager, dated 10thJune 2008 

hereby make the Development Plan for Kilkenny City & Environs in respect of that part of the City Environs within its functional area and entitled “Kilkenny City & Environs Development Plan 2008-2014” which document is annexed to the said report together with maps therein referred to (all of which documents have been signed for identification purposes by the Mayor and the County Manager) 

and it is further resolved that the seal of the Council be affixed thereto
and that the necessary notices of the making of the said Kilkenny City & Environs Development Plan 2008-2014 be published in accordance with the said Acts”. 

Mr. Denis Malone advised that it will come in to effect 4 weeks from today’s date, 16th June 2008.
The Mayor Cllr. M. Fitzpatrick thanked all members and officials who had contributed towards the completion of the new Kilkenny City & Environs Development Plan.
